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Americas Oldest  

Corvette Club 
In July of 1956, two Corvette owners waved and stopped to talk. 

Corvettes were few in numbers then and several weeks could 

pass before encountering another. These drivers discussed the 

starting of a Corvette Club.  

By July 15, 1956, an informal meeting of Corvette owners had 

decided to establish the Northern California Corvette Associa-

tion. These early Corvette owners met frequently at each otherôs 

homes with their numbers increasing each  month.  

On March 28, 1957, an initial group of 35 met at Daily Chevrolet 

in Oakland to establish the by-laws. By then Josh Hogue, San 

Francisco Examinerôs sports car event columnist suggested that 

this group combine with the one meeting at Les Vogelôs Chevro-

let.  

On May 9, 1957 NCCA was incorporated and forty members 

elected Roy Storey, a TV and radio sportscaster and Corvette 

participant in SCCAós regional races, president. Sandy Green-

blat was elected Vice President, Patty Gellenbeck  Secretary 

and John Zeh treasurer. The charter membership for NCCA was 

closed at the end of May 1957 listing forty-seven members.  

President Roy Storey suggested a series of autocrossô  named 

after Grand Prix races. NCCA presented Northern Californiaôs 

third autocross. One hundred fifty cars drove the course at the 

Milpitas Ford Plant. This series set the standard for auto cross-

ing in Northern California. Though Roy Storey was soon trans-

ferred to Hollywood by CBS, he helped NCCA to properly start 

as a competing club.  

NCCA is still participating in autocrossing, drag races, track rac-

ing and car shows. The club is a the oldest member of the West-

ern States Corvette Council (WSCC), joining in 1966.  We have 

evolved into more of a social club over the years with the focus 

on day and weekend trips. In recent years interest has in-

creased in racing, with members taking trophies in drag racing, 

autocross races and entering more and more track days at 

Thunderhill, Laguna Seca, Infineon and Buttonwillow race 

tracks.  

NCCA celebrated its 50th anniversary in 2007 by inviting past 

presidents to a dinner dance where we shared  memorabilia .  

Our calendar is filled each January with events for the coming 

year that include trips to an assortment of locations, car shows, 

our annual fall banquet and Christmas party.  

Vette Magic, an all Corvette Drag Race and Car Show, is 

sponsored by NCCA each summer.  Each year this event 

draws a large number Corvette racers and spectators from 

northern California and the surrounding states.  

NCCA is a valuable member of our community, as we con-

tribute to several charitable organizations each year through 

our charitable foundation.

       Inside the flyer 
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Revealing the mystery of a great handling car. 

The following article was taken from the October 2010 issue of Car and Driver magazine. 

Tadge Juechter is currently the Corvette chief engineer 

and vehicle line director but has been an engineer on 

the famous fiberglass sports car for the last 20 years.  

How does he define good handling?  I would say it 

means that the car does exactly what the driver requests 

and provides transparent feedback in doing so.  You can 

have good handling without high limits, but it gets harder 

with high limits. 

Most people associate handling with tires, springs, and 

shocks, but Juechter starts with the basics. ñIôm a vehi-

cle architect.  So I start with the weight, distribution, the 

center of gravity height, the polar movement of inertia, 

its mass, and the stiffness of the structure. 

ñOn the Corvette, we want the body structure to be 10 

times stiffer than the chassis member of the attachment 

pointsò, he says.  ñEverything between you and the 

roadðthe steering wheel, the column mountðneeds to 

do its best to transmit your action to the tire contact 

patch.  Tight tolerances and low friction produce feed-

back as well. 

Computer aided design really helps here.  ñWe can trade 

off a vehicleôs structural stiffness versus its mass be-

cause we know mass to the gram and the stiffness to a 

hundredth of a hertz before we build the car.ò 

Juechter reckons that the dampers, springs, and brush-

ings account for only the last 10 percent of handling, but 

thatôs where his team spends the last couple of years on 

a new Corvette program. 

Juechter admits there is a bit of black magic here. 

òThough there are a bunch of steering metrics-such as 

low friction-that correlate with steering feet, they donôt 

necessarily define it.  Whatôs most important is the tire 

and what is happening at the hairy edge. 
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We had a fun day today at the Los Altos Rod 

and Gun Club.  It is so nice to get together 

with about 7-8 Corvettes, take a nice ride on 

some great roads and spend a few hours to-

gether.  The gathered on the west bay around 

8:00 am.  The ride down 92 onto Skyline drive 

was in the fog initially.  As we continued south 

the grey lifted and the sun came out.  As we 

passed the only gas station around George 

realized he had none in the tank!  So with all 

the preparation for the day, we parked 7 Cor-

vettes on the side of the road, we turned 

around and put some gas in the car.  We took 

the lead again towards the range. 

Oh well, bent hub cap award here it comes.
