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Americas Oldest
Corvette Club

In July of 1956, two Corvette owners waved and stopped to talk.
Corvettes were few in numbers then and several weeks could
pass before encountering another. These drivers discussed the
starting of a Corvette Club.

By July 15, 1956, an informal meeting of Corvette owners had
decided to establish the Northern California Corvette Associa-
tion. These early Corvette owners met frequently at each other’s
homes with their numbers increasing each month.

On March 28, 1957, an initial group of 35 met at Daily Chevrolet
in Oakland to establish the by-laws. By then Josh Hogue, San
Francisco Examiner’s sports car event columnist suggested that
this group combine with the one meeting at Les Vogel's Chevro-
let.

On May 9, 1957 NCCA was incorporated and forty members
elected Roy Storey, a TV and radio sportscaster and Corvette
participant in SCCA's regional races, president. Sandy Green-
blat was elected Vice President, Patty Gellenbeck Secretary
and John Zeh treasurer. The charter membership for NCCA was
closed at the end of May 1957 listing forty-seven members.

President Roy Storey suggested a series of autocross’ named
after Grand Prix races. NCCA presented Northern California’s
third autocross. One hundred fifty cars drove the course at the
Milpitas Ford Plant. This series set the standard for auto cross-
ing in Northern California. Though Roy Storey was soon trans-
ferred to Hollywood by CBS, he helped NCCA to properly start
as a competing club.

NCCA is still participating in auto crossing, drag races, track
racing and car shows. The club is a the oldest member of the
Western States Corvette Council (WSCC), joining in 1966. We
have evolved into more of a social club over the years with the
focus on day and weekend trips. In recent years interest has
increased in racing, with members taking trophies in drag racing,
autocross races and entering more and more track days at
Thunderhill, Laguna Seca, Infineon and Buttonwillow race
tracks.

NCCA celebrated its 50" anniversary in 2007 by inviting past
presidents to a dinner dance where we shared memorabilia .
Our calendar is filled each January with events for the coming
year that include trips to an assortment of locations, car shows,
our annual fall banquet and Christmas party.

Vette Magic, an all Corvette Drag Race and Car Show, is
sponsored by NCCA each summer. Each year this event
draws a large number Corvette racers and spectators from
northern California and the surrounding states.

NCCA is a valuable member of our community, as we con-
tribute to several charitable organizations each year through
our charitable foundation.
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A new season for new and old Corvette racing is
starting soon.

New Season Car Preparation for Show, Autocross, and Club Runs

It's January, sunny, and time to prepare your Corvette for
the Car Shows, Autocrosses, HPDE Track days, and

Cruises. Here are some tips and reminders for those new
members and those who want to try new things this year.

Car shows:

Make sure you have all your supplies ready, here is a quick
list of items you should have and start getting the car ready
to show:

Bucket, new wash mitts and towels (I use microfiber
for both), car wash soap (do not use regular household
soap, so they say), clay bar, sealant (for use after claying
the car), wax, polish if needed, wax applicators, metal/wheel
(chrome and/or aluminum) cleaner and polish, detailing tools
such as brushes to get in small tight areas, window cleaner,
vacuum, engine compartment cleaning/detailing brushes
and rags, bug and tar remover, touch up paint if needed,
buffing wheels and/or thick microfiber towels for removing
waxes/polishes, hose end sprayer (I use cheap ones, they
work the best as far as pressure goes, and they’re cheap),
rubber and plastic shine/protectant, duster, detailing spray,
clear film to protect critical areas such as the front and
rocker panels to protect areas of the car that may get dam-
aged by road debris.

The weather this winter, or lack of, makes this a good time to
experiment with some new or different cleaners, waxes, de-
tail spray, towels, etc to see if maybe something else gives
improved results, lasts longer or easier to put on and take
off. It's been and looks like the sun will be staying out for a
while so don’t wait until the last minute to get ready.

Car shows are fun and great for socializing with fellow Cor-
vette owners so have fun. Oh, and make sure you have a
good cooler to bring a couple beers or a bottle of wine (or is
that Whine?), or for me (and George) a little Jack Daniels.

Autocross:

Some things you will need or need to do to participate in
an Autocross:

At a minimum, if you just want to arrive and drive-
Helmet—Check rating requirements. May borrow also.
Clean out all loose items in car

Cooler (optional)

Water (lots) and food/snack, bananas

Check oil — make sure it is completely full, if not over full by
up to 1 Qt.

Check all engine belts
Check coolant
Check for leaks (minor seepage ok, no constant drips)

Check brake fluid and brakes (should have more than % pad
thickness, more if planning on being very competitive)

Check power steering fluid and lines
Verify battery is tied down properly
Check tires for major damage

Check tire pressure cold — For street tires | would add 2-3
psi minimum from tire manufacturer recommended normal
(street) pressure, but some people actually take air out (this
will cause the tire to roll over onto the shoulder). If unsure
then just run normal pressure at first, check tires after the
runs, you don’t want to roll over the shoulder more than
about 4”. | could go into a whole discussion on tires and tire
pressure but will save you from that for now. First time it
doesn’t really matter. You will still have more fun and learn
more about your car from just doing it.

Torque/tighten wheel lug nuts

Check the weather ahead of time and dress for it (throw in a

New or nearly new brake pads — may want special Autox
pads and/or rotors if planning on being in top several in class

If you want to be really competitive (stock class) —
Sticky tires

Race alignment

Harness bar and harness belts

Accurate higher quality tire pressure gauge

New air filter (replacing a dirty stock filter will give you 5-10
HP and some people run without the filter)

Car numbers (yes they make re-usable sticky back/static
vinyl numbers that won’t ruin your paint)

Beginning drivers —

That looks like a lot but it’s not really. There may be things
you want to add of course especially as you progress in
competition. But, you can come out just for fun and not worry
about getting better or faster, you can still learn a lot about
the car and how it handles which may help in an emergency
one day.

Below are some basic notes and give you some things to be
ready for:

1. Watch other drivers on the course and while they
walk the course

2. Always walk the course before the event, usually
once early morning, then again at lunch

3. Do as little braking as possible

4. Brake mostly in straight line

5. Be smooth, slow down if you have to, this may actu-
ally make you quicker

6. Do not slide or squeal/scrub the tires, this slows you

down. Looks neat though

7. The more you turn the wheel the slower you will be,
straight ahead is faster, so while walking the course
look at how and where you will begin braking, then
steering, where you want the apex to be and how
you will come out and head to next corner. You want
to come out of the corner in the best spot to set you
up for the next corner. The apex is usually not the
middle of the turn.

Never coast, always be using the accelerator or the
brake

Try not to be braking and turning at the same time,
brake hard and short but do not lock up the brakes.

10. Be at the drivers meeting and listen up. You will
work one session before or after your run group,
either holding a flag, using the radio, running to pick

up and replace cones.

11. Learn how your car works and handles and have
fun. Next to road courses this is the most fun you will

have in your Vette.

Touring/Club Runs:

Car prep — if your car is ready for any of the above it
probably is ready for a Corvette run, but make double sure
it's road worthy for the distance the run is intended for.

Etiquette/Rules - See the rules printed from our
NCCA website on page 19.

Bridges - Get a FasTrak pass! This makes the runs
much easier and maintains the group as we go over the
bridges

Communication - Get a CB (Optional), hand held or
mounted. Hand held is not as good but will work for shorter
distances.

Gas- Arrive at the Pre-Run meeting point with a full
tank of gas. Laugh, but some people who even sponsor the
route have forgotten this, haha.

Road rules- Obviously road rules apply. You can get
pulled over by police. Typically the person leading the group
is responsible for the speed of the whole group.

Cooler — Bring what you want and even some to
share.

Fun — Have lots of. There is nothing like being part
of 20-40 Corvettes in a line going down the highway. Bring a
camera because most routes we follow and destinations ar-
rive at have a reason why were on there.

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Buzz and Ruth Marston visit NCCA at January General Board Meeting

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At the January GBM NCCA was pleased to have Buzz Mar-
ston and his wife, Ruth as our guests. Buzz and Ruth have
owned eleven Corvettes with the latest being a 2010 cyber
gray ZR-1. Buzz is best known to some of us as the Chair-
man of the National Corvette Museum. He held this position
for the years, 2010 and 2011, and now is “Past Chair” for the
next two years. He was originally elected to the NCM board
in 2004. He joined the WSCC back in 1994 and was elected
to that board in 2001, responsible for Public/Sponsor Rela-
tions.

Like most Corvette enthusiasts, Buzz has another life called
“earning a living”. He is a master’s level Psychiatric Thera-
pist with a private practice in Los Gatos. Prior to that, he was
the Clinical Director of Psychiatric unit at Good Samaritan
Hospital in San Jose for ten years. | guess we could say he
understands the psyche of Corvette owners!

As if that is not enough he started Motorsportwest in 2005 in
Los Gatos. This business was conceived to interface be-
tween Corvette dealers, clubs and other businesses that
could be of service to Corvette owners. Buzz coordinates
advertising of several car related companies into a consoli-
dated advertisement like you have seen in the K.

After discussing his background, Buzz spent some time talk-
ing about his growth with the NCM. There are some 38,000
members of the museum. One of his goals when he got on
the board and especially when he became Chairman was to
get the WSCC a permanent seat on the board. There were
already two other similar organizations of Corvette clubs with
such seats and he wanted to insure that the WSCC was also
represented with a permanent seat. He accomplished that
prior to ending his tenure as Chairman.

The big news at the NCM currently is the construction of a
world class road course across the highway from the mu-
seum. They have the land and are fundraising to build the
track. They currently need a major sponsor and are hoping
that Chevrolet will be that major sponsor. They believe that

other large corporations like Michelin and Exxon/Mobil will
jump onboard once someone like Chevy commits to the pro-
ject. Once that happens, the track can become a reality.

WSCC has a display at the museum and NCCA has items in
that display. Don Henning asked about those items and
Buzz said that they will be returned upon request or at such
time as WSCC decides to refresh it. There is a WSCC video
running 24/7 at the museum showing the events of the mem-
ber clubs.

Ah, the C7. That gets all of our attention. Well, first off Buzz
told us to not believe anything we see or read in photos or
articles. There has been nothing released on the C7. There
has been a clay model developed and the interior is de-
signed. The power plant is most likely selected but there is
no official word on it. His opinion is that it will not be radi-
cally different from the C6 motor, but he cautioned that that
is speculation and not actual knowledge on his part. The C7
has focused on handling more than straight line accelera-
tion. For a track junkie that is good news, especially since
we think the C5 and C6 handle pretty damn well already.

Lastly Buzz told us a bit about the change in ownership of
one of our sponsors Courtesy Chevrolet and his role in coor-
dinating advertising and sponsorship for them and other
companies he represents. He expects the advertising to
remain as it was last year with some hope of an increase,
maybe to a color ad in the K. Courtesy is going to be a dou-
ble sponsor at the Vette Magic car show again this year with
3 booths (one being the NCM booth). This is all good news
for NCCA as our sponsors truly make our events a success.

He finished his discussion with a Q & A that drew numerous
questions from a number of members. After the meeting
many members hung around and chatted with him and Ruth.
NCCA would like to thank Buzz for coming to our January
meeting and sharing his passion and involvement with the
Corvette community.

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Touring With NCCA
Rules and Etiquette

1) Have the car prepared and ready: Fuel FULL, Oil, Air, Water checked. Have basic tools
and spare parts. Have a FasTrak account and CB radio.

2) Togetherness: Keeping the tour together is done by the tour leader with your help.
The tour leader slows after going through congested areas or making major course
changes. The tour leader knows how many cars are in the tour and s always looking to
the "Tail-end Charlie”. You can help by keeping close up, keep as close as you safely
can to the car ahead of you. On freeways let other traffic on and off at the ramps.

3) Congested Areas: When going through a toll gate or small town where there may be
multiple traffic signals, as long as no turns are coming up, it is helpful to occupy 2 or 3
lanes to shorten the length of the group. Get back into position after the congested area
(single column). The tour leader will slow the column so as to regroup. Remember, Fun
and Safety are paramount, a ticket or accident would spoil everyone’s day.

4) Trouble Signals: To be used only when you must stop. In the daytime, tum on
headlights (not parking lights). At night, flash your headlights on and off. On this
signal, only the car immediately behind the troubled car or the assigned trouble shooter
car stops. All others continue with the tour leader who will pull off and stop at the next
adequate turnout spot. CB radios (we use channel 5) are used if possible at the front,
middle and rear. Middle units bounce the messages from front to rear and visa versa if
the tour gets too spread out. For Road Hazard that there is not time to announce on
CB, safely swerve well around it to signal the cars behind you of the hazard. Following
cars follow suit to warn the cars behind you. Check mirrors before swerving!

5) To resume the tour after a stop: The last car pulls out on a 45° angle to block traffic.
All other cars pull out on the same angle at the same time. When the last car says "hit
it”, everyone moves out together.

6) Guests are always welcome. If your guest is in a Corvette, have him or her stay behind
you, and they only have to keep track of you. You can keep track of the tour. This way
they will have less to worry about.

7) "Tin" cars are welcome. However they must stay at the rear behind all of the Corvettes.
The last Corvette should be assigned by the tour leader as his spot or trouble car. Do
not change places with them.

Elphi-Arkus Duntov, the First Lady of the

Corvette 1915-2008

Elfi and Zora married outside of Paris in February 1939 under the
gathering storm clouds of World War Il and settled in an apartment on
the west side of Paris. While Zora was deployed in the French Air
Force in the town of Toulouse, Elfi stayed behind and was still there
when German tanks began rolling though the streets. So she grabbed
everything she could fit into her open-topped MG and sped out of
town, despite the fact that she had no traveling papers and no money
to purchase gasoline. Relying on the kindness of strangers and luck,
she managed to rendezvous with Zora in Toulouse four days later.

Reunited, they engineered a harrowing escape from the Nazi-
occupied France, hiding out in a Marseille brothel before finding their
way to Lisbon where they boarded a New York-bound refugee ship,

the Nyassa, in December 1940.

Landing at Ellis Island, they quickly blended into the West Side Rus-
sian-Jewish community that gave us the likes of Irving Berlin and Leo-
nard Bernstein. After the US entered the war, they struck it rich in the
war munitions business and enjoyed a penthouse view from their Riv-
erside Drive apartment. After the war, they hosted lavish parties for

people in the entertainment and racing business.
